For that honor they walked away with hundreds of dollars of prizes, awesome 
self portraits and don’t forget the bragging rights immortalized on a shiny new plaque.   
 
But the ink on last season was hardly dry before the new Board was already meeting 
and discussing plans for next season.  We have a very strong group of Board members 
who have volunteered to guide the organization next season.  Many of the same crew 
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as last year are back with only Julie Jordan leaving the Board.  New to the Board this 
year are Cheryl Bell, Andy MacDougall, Justin Grout, Rick McFarland and Rick Latimer.   
 
Our plans for this season have been set.  First, I want to maintain the foundation we laid 
last year, which is an accomplishment unto itself.  But second, I want to SNS to pursue 
a massive growth strategy.  In fact, I’m challenging the Board to find ways to increase 
the squash community by 50% next season.  Now that it is on paper, there is no turning 
back.

The advantage of having a larger squash community is to spread the workload around 
which allows us to pursue a more robust mandate.  At this stage, our organization is 
pretty simple, but that doesn’t mean that there is nothing to do.

Better yet, if you have a specific area which you’d like to see 
improved, by all means I’ll do what I can to support you and let you run with it.  For the 
rest of the masses that can barely find time in their schedule to make a weekly match, 
simply taking five minutes to renew your SNS membership or getting your playing 
partner to do the same would be greatly appreciated when the time comes.

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NOVA SCOTIA CANADA GAMES TEAM UPDATE

Canada Games is now less than one year away and the Nova Scotia core team of 
thirteen junior players has been extremely busy with training, competition and team 
trials over the past few months. Training has been happening on both sides of the 
harbour with Melissa Shakespeare at The Tower and David Hubley at Cole Harbour 
Place and anyone who has seen these kids in tournaments can attest to their 
improvement over the season. 
 
Two of the three Canada Games Trials , which will determine the final boys and girls 
teams, have now been completed. Each of these trials are complete round robins, one 
for boys and one for girls, and consume the better part of three days apiece. Points are 
awarded based on rankings at the end of each individual trial and each of these trials 
has been assigned a weighted value: Trial #1 = 20%, Trial #2 = 30%, Trial # 3 = 50%. 
There are some hotly contested spots in the Under 19 and Under 17 categories and we 
have seen the closing of some performance gaps between a few players. September is 
the date for the final trial and with 50% weighting points still on the line you can bet that 
many of these players will be training hard throughout the summer in a final attempt to 
make the team. 
 
The current standings after two trials, plus a complete write-up of the final team 
selection process is posted on the Squash Connections website which can be found by 
following the “Junior” links on the SNS website or at: 
http://www.geocities.com/squashconnections/. Once you are at the Squash Connection 
home page, click on the “Nova Scotia Canada Games Program” link. 
 
To help prepare the Nova Scotia team for the level of competition they can expect at the 
Canada Games, all of the core team members traveled to Ontario to participate in the 
Canadian Junior Championships  held at the White Oaks Resort in Niagara-On-The 
Lake, April 26 –30. This event attracted the best juniors from across Canada and the 
skill level of the ranked players was amazing. This was both an eye opener and a great 
experience for all of our players and every one of them came back with lessons learned 
that can be used in the development of their game. 
 
In terms of results, there were far too many matches where we were out classed. This 
was not unexpected but from a coaching perspective, will help to provide some focus on 
individual needs as well as motivation for our juniors to train harder. One surprise was 
our performance in the Under 19 Boys division where Brian Latimer made it to the Gold 
quarter finals and had the opportunity to play Keith Pritchard, the Number 1 ranked 
junior in Canada. A 3-0 win by Pritchard was inevitable as he made his way through the 
pack, dropping only one game in the semi’s, on the road to becoming the tournament 
champion. 
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With the squash season coming to a close, we would like to take the opportunity to 
thank all of the parents and volunteers for their support of the Canada Games program 
this year. A special thanks also goes out to the SNS representatives and referees who 
came out to help us run the qualifying trials in March and May. We couldn’t have done it 
without you!
